Slide One:
After you have selected the station(s) and time interval (in this case one day), select AWN Reports, then Daily.

Slide Two:
At the top of the report is 1) the name of the station and the day you selected. 2) On the left of the screen are the hours of the day and 3) the columns across the page show all the data available from that station averaged over a one hour period.  This includes air temperature (max, min, & average), dew point temperature (max, min, & average), relative humidity, solar radiation, average wind speed, direction, and standard deviation, total precipitation, leaf wetness, and soil temperature.

Slide Three:
At the bottom of each station’s data set are 1) temperature extremes for the day you selected including maximum and minimum air and dew point temperatures and the hour that this occurred.   2) Next are the ET summaries for the day, total solar radiation, and total wind run.  3) If you wish to collect the data into an Excel spreadsheet, click on the download file button.
