Normals Report

Slide One:
After you have selected the station(s) and time interval, select AWN Reports, then Normals.  It is not necessary to specify a range of dates.  All the data that is available for the station selected, will be included in this report.

Slide Two:
At the top of the report is 1) the day the data was extracted then the name of the station; 2) the latitude, longitude, and elevation of the station; and 3) the range of data that is used for this report.  All data that was ever recorded from this station is used in this report.

Slide Three:
1. Mean maximum temperature for each month over all the years data; 2. Highest mean maximum temperature by month and year it occurred, 3. Lowest mean maximum temperature by month and year it occurred; 

Slide Four:
4. Mean temperature for each month over all the years data; 5. Highest mean temperature by the month and year it occurred, 6. Lowest mean temperature by the month and year it occurred; 
Slide Five:
7. Mean minimum temperature for each month over all the years data; 8. Highest mean minimum temperature by the month and year it occurred, 9. Lowest mean minumum temperature by the month and year it occurred; 

Slide 6:
10. Mean precipitation for each month over all the years data; 11. Maximum precipitation by the month and year it occurred, 12. Minumum precipitation by the month and year it occurred; 

Slide 7:
To move data to a spreadsheet, select the Download File button and an Excel spreadsheet will be created.
